Uniform Policy

Revised 1/1/2010
This procedure identifies the standard uniform regulations of the Tahoe Douglas Fire District. The purpose of this policy is to ensure the uniform and professional appearance of all members of the fire district. The fire service uniform is a symbol of a proud and respected profession and should be worn as such. Supervisors are to ensure the uniform and professional appearance of their personnel at all times. 
GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS 
All members of an Operations Fire Company, while engaged in public contact duties, shall wear the same type of uniform at the same time (i.e., all members wearing the Class “B” uniform). Company Officers will assure that all members are appropriately dressed for the specific activity. 

Personnel appearing for a trial or hearing representing the Tahoe Fire District Fire shall wear the Class B Uniform. 
Personnel attending funerals or assigned to funeral detail shall wear the Class “A” Uniform 

No identifying portions of the department uniform shall be worn when not on official duty. Exception: T-Shirts, sweat shirts, sweat pants, shorts, and ball caps may be worn off duty.

No portion of the uniform or a member’s affiliation with the Tahoe Douglas Fire Protection District shall be used for any unofficial activity or to gain any personal advantage or favor. 

Compliance with any changes in the uniform policy will result in a one year period to conform unless agreed upon by a Memorandum of Understanding between  Management and Local 2441.
UNIFORMS 
The appropriate uniform, as noted below, shall be worn by all members of the Tahoe Douglas Fire Protection District while on duty. All Fire department members are responsible for obtaining and maintaining the uniform items required for their assignment. All uniform items shall be maintained in a presentable condition. 

Faded, worn or damaged clothing is not acceptable; this includes faded lettering, worn patches, or markings on uniform items requiring such markings. 
WHAT UNIFORM TO WEAR 
The following are the approved standard uniforms of the Tahoe Douglas Fire District. Items described as "regulation" must meet approval standards established by the fire district. 
CLASS “A” UNIFORM

The Class “A” uniform is that uniform which will be worn as the department’s dress uniform. It will be worn on designated occasions as specified by the Fire Chief.

Shirt 

White Shirt with long or short sleeves (Fechheimer/ Flying Cross, 65/35 Poly/ Cotton Duro Poplin    # 85R5400 or # 35W5400), badge, nameplate, and collar insignia appropriate to rank or title. T-Shirt, if worn, will be plain white with crew neck.

Jacket

The approved Jacket is Fechheimer/ Flying Cross, Doubled Breasted made of 100% Wool. The model number is FLY-917B8696C.

Trousers

The approved trousers are Fechheimer/ Flying Cross, made of 100% Wool. The model number is FLY-SFFDTRSO2.    

Tie

Tie will be plain black with Windsor/ Half Windsor knot and a maximum of 3-1/2” wide. Clip on style is acceptable.

Skirts 
Women may wear a regulation skirt with regulation navy blue jacket in lieu of the approved dress trousers. This skirt shall be one of the following: 
a. Regulation navy blue, A-line skirt with a single center front pleat  
b. Regulation navy blue, straight line with back overlap slit. 

Shoes or boots will be oxford style, black, smooth toe and shined. No loafers allowed. Female members may wear an authorized black or navy blue leather pump, no greater than a 1 inch heal when wearing the optional skirt.
Socks will be plain black.

Belt 

Belt will be black, 1 ½” to 1 ¾” wide, with a plain silver belt buckle, Chief  Officers shall wear a gold belt buckle. Custom fire service buckles may be worn with the approval of the Fire Chief.

Hat
Chief Officer- Bell Style Cap with rank insignia on the front and gold hat band.
Captains- Bell Style Cap with rank insignia on the front and gold hat band.
Engineers/ Firefighters- Bell Style Cap with rank insignia on the front with rank insignia and silver hat band.

Accessories

The TDFD patch is to be worn on the left sleeve, centered one inch from the top of the sleeve on all Class “A” and “B” uniform jackets and shirts. 

The United States flag shall be worn on the right sleeve of all Class “A” and “B” jackets and shirts. It will be placed one inch from the top of the sleeve with the “star field” facing forward patch. 

Collar buttons of designated rank will be worn on the collar of the Class “A” uniform jacket and Class “B” uniform shirt. Buttons will be round, 15/16” in diameter, and will be ½” from the front outside edges of the collar. Insignia shall point to the tip of the collar. 

A Fire Service Maltese Cross for each five years of service (volunteer, seasonal, or paid time) may be worn on the Class “A” uniform left jacket sleeve. They shall be worn ½” above the department stripes. 

Name tags will be worn, centered ¼” above the right breast pocket of the Class “A” jacket and Class “B” shirt. It will show the individual’s legal name and rank. Name tags will be gold with black capital letters for Chief Officers and silver with black capital letters for all other personnel. Size of name tag will be ½” wide X 2-3/8” long. Names will be inscribed with first and last name with the rank underneath. 

Badges will be worn over the left breast pocket in the prepared location at all times.
Fire Chief, Gold with 5 crossed bugles and red background.

Assistant Chief, Gold with 4 crossed bugles and red background.

Fire Marshall, Gold with 4 crossed bugles and red background.

Battalion Chief, Gold with 2 crossed bugles and blue background (White Shirt).

Battalion Chief, Gold with 2 crossed bugles and no background (Navy Shirt).

Captain, Silver with two parallel bugles.

Engineer, Silver with Fire Pumper.

Firefighter, Silver with pike pole, nozzle and ladder (scramble).
Fire Inspector, Blue with pike pole, nozzle, and ladder (scramble).

Crew Supervisor, Silver with two pine trees.

Crew Foreman, Silver with one pine tree.
Department Stripes will be worn on Class “A” uniform jackets on each sleeve, three inches from the sleeve hem. Multiple stripes will be ½” apart.

Fire Chief, Five ½” gold stripes.

Assistant Chief, Four ½” gold stripes.

Battalion Chief, Two ½’ gold stripes

Captains, Two ½” silver stripes.

Engineers, One ½” silver stripe.

Firefighters, One ¼” silver stripe.

Special pins, patches and buttons may be worn only with the Fire Chief’s approval.

CLASS B UNIFORM

Shirt 
Navy Blue Shirt with long or short sleeves (Flying Cross #9800/ 9820 Nomex IIIA), badge, nameplate, and collar insignia appropriate to rank or title. Shirts must match uniform pants. Chief Officers will wear White Shirt with long or short sleeves. The Class “B” shirt shall not be worn under structural or wildland firefighting PPE. Chief Officers will wear White Shirts. Navy Blue Shirts may be worn for daily duties at the discretion of the Fire Chief.
Collar Insignias 
Collar insignia devices, depicting rank or title, shall be worn in a manner consistent throughout the Department. Bugle or star devices shall be affixed so as to be parallel with the front edge and centered between the top and bottom edges of the collar. Initials or letter style devices should be affixed so as to be parallel with the top edge of, and centered between the top and bottom edges of the collar.  
Trousers 
Trousers shall be Navy Blue and made of F.R. material. (Fechheimer/ Flying Cross 

# 98200)

Shoes/Boots 
Shoes and boots must have a puncture resistant vibram type sole, have an impact resistant toecap permanently attached, must be smooth black leather, and will be secured by zippers, laces or pull-on style. The shoe/ boot must be securely fastened while being worn to assure proper ankle support. 
Wildand Boots (White’s, Hawthorne’s, Danner, Wescoe, Redwing, etc.) may be worn during the fire season to facilitate response to wildland incidents.
CLASS C UNIFORM- Line Personnel

Shirts 
All shirts shall be 100% cotton or F.R. rated material. The department insignia shall be printed on the front left breast and department name on back.
Trousers 
Trousers shall be navy blue and made of F.R. material. 

Belt/Buckle 
Belts shall be 1 1/2" wide, black, and either plain or basket weave. All members shall use an approved buckle or the official "TDFD" buckle approved by the Fire Chief.

Jackets 
The regulation uniform jacket shall be the Mountain Hardware Fleece Windstopper Tech Jacket, Sapphire/ Black with, name, rank, and the Tahoe Douglas Fire District insignia shall be sewn on.  “Hard Shell” jacket shall be the Mountain Hardware “Exposure II Parka” in Blue/ Black.

Cap (optional) 
Caps shall be navy blue TDFD approved hats with insignia, or navy blue 
knitted Beanie. 

Sweatshirts (optional) 
Sweatshirts shall be regulation 100% cotton or F.R.  Sweatshirts will be zippered/crew neck, dark blue with the department insignia embroidered over the left breast. Job Shirts shall have the employee’s name embroidered on the right.  
PHYSICAL FITNESS UNIFORM

Physical fitness attire is to be worn only during periods of physical training or after 1700 hrs or otherwise directed by the Station Captain. Personnel are to return to the station uniform without delay upon completing physical training. 

While engaged in physical fitness, T-Shirts and shorts/ sweats must be worn (no shirtless PT).

T-Shirt shall be the same as the Class “C” uniform. 

Shorts will be cotton, navy blue with insignia on the left leg.

Sweat Pants will be cotton, navy blue with insignia on the left leg.

Shoes will be running, tennis, or athletic type. Loafers/ slippers and sandals are not permitted.

Sweatshirts will be crew neck, navy blue with department insignia over the left breast and department name on the back. 

DORM ROOM ATTIRE

The physical fitness uniform shall be worn as sleeping attire anytime outside the privacy of an individual dorm or bathroom.
